How to get here 
Visiting by Car 

Gerrards Cross is a busy commuter town convenient for the M40 and M25 motorways – just pop 
SL9 8EL in your sat nav to get close, then follow down to the south side of Station Road, close 
to all town centre facilities where you’ll find our office.  

When you arrive, look out for the Sterling House / Penn House car park where we have 26 
available spaces on site, these are numbered as follows. Please see car park plan and Google 
Maps screenshot on the following pages.

Sterling House Penn House

car park opposite Waitrose (1-minute walk).  You can also park at Gerrards Cross station which 
is a 5-minute walk.

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Visiting by Train 

Our office is just a short 5-minute walk away from Gerrards Cross train station which benefits 
from good links to London Marylebone, Oxford and Birmingham.  

Upon your arrival at Gerrards Cross train station, make your way out of the train station onto 
Station Approach, turn left onto Packhorse Rd. past The Photo Shop, WHSmith and Card 
Factory and then turn right onto Station Road past Jack & Alice.  

Continue down Station Road to Causeway’s office at Sterling House, which you’ll find on your 
right opposite Huddle Coffee Shop and Caraway Café. If you reach Waitrose, you’ve gone too 
far. 

London Marylebone  

Trains run throughout the day with around three trains arriving every hour from Marylebone with 
direct services taking approx. 30 minutes.  

Oxford  

Trains run throughout the day with around two trains arriving every hour from Oxford with direct 
services taking approx. 1 hour. 

Birmingham Moor Street   

Trains run hourly from Birmingham Moor Street, with a single change at High Wycombe. The 
journey takes approx. 1 hour and 30 mins.     

Accessing the building 
To enter the Causeway office, please use the intercom at the Station Road Entrance which will 
link you through to our Reception for access. Once you enter the building, please make your 
way up the third floor via the lifts which are directly ahead you through the door in the lobby 
where you’ll be greeted by one of our receptionists.
